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“For all the saints, who
from their labors rest,
who thee by faith before
the world confessed, thy
name, O Jesus, be forever
blest. Alleluia, Alleluia!”

Each year as November
approaches, I think of
these words from William
How’s hymn. How was a
bishop in the Anglican
Church. He wrote this
hymn to be sung on All
Saints Sunday, the first
Sunday in November. For
the past two years, we
have invited members of
Orange to bring candles
to light during our All
Saints Day service in
memory of those lives
which have helped shine
the light of Christ in our
world. On Sunday, No-
vember 2, we will have
this opportunity to re-
member the saints who
have gone before us once
again as we gather to give
God thanks for all the
saints.

That is a re-
minder to us that somebody
is watching us, waiting to
catch a glimpse of the light
of Christ shinning through
our lives.

It also means we have to be
reminded of who some of
the other saints are who
gather with us week after
week. Not only do we need
to remember the previous
saints, but also we have to
meet and get acquainted
with some of the new saints
joining this fellowship.

Outreach to the Poor in 2009:
At our recent charge conference, we
presented the results of our Ad
Council discussion of new or en-
hanced outreach ministries to the
poor to 2009. While we will con-
tinue in many of the ministries
from 2008, we specifically identi-
fied the ministries below as oppor-
tunities for increased “hands-on”
participation:

GAKAC-Give a Kid a Chance-
Church and community organiza-
tions arrange back-to-school minis-
try events providing backpacks,
clothing, haircuts, immunizations,
dental checkups, etc. to lower in-
come children.

MUST Ministries-Hands-on par-
ticipation: summer lunch program,
volunteer work day (e.g., sorting
clothes and food).

Atlanta Community Food Bank-
Mother’s Cupboard food pantry re-
cently became a partner agency
and is now able to receive food from

the Food Bank. Hands-on par-
ticipation: volunteer work day
(e.g., food donation sorting in
the Product Resource Center).

My House-Is a new ministry in
our community that provides a
home for infants through 5
years old needing special care
and support due to abuse, drug
situations, etc. Hands-on par-
ticipation: volunteer work day
(e.g., basic repairs, landscaping).

Mission Trips-International
trip? Several people expressed
interest in pursuing such a trip.
Regional/Community trip? Per-
haps a “closer trip to home” to
allow more participation such as
the recent “River of Life” mis-
sion trip.

Serve the Homeless-Hands-on
participation: explore partner-
ing with a more experienced
church/group involved in serving
the homeless (e.g., Trinity UMC,
Hickory Flat, MUST Ministries).
