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The following verse is found
in Matthew 5:16: “Even so,
let your light shine before
others; that they may see
your good works, and glorify
your Father who is in
heaven.”

So, the purpose of all of our
good deeds, good works, ef-
forts, whatever we do with
each other, for each other,
and to each other is to glo-
rify the heavenly Father. In
that spirit, we have started
a monthly local mission pro-
ject effort where we are
gathering together one Sat-
urday a month to get out
into the community and give
back.
